In the Liangjing xinji (composed by Wei Shu in the Tang period) it
IS reported that: «the god of the sky of the Western Regions
(corresponding to present day Xinjiang, where many Sogdians
lived) hu of the Mazdean temple of the hu founded in the 6th year of
the Wude era, is the same one called in Buddhist sitra
Moxishouluo» A 12th century Chinese treatise on painting contains
some information about a Mazdean temple in Kaifeng where, still
during the 11th century, a god associated with Mahes$vara was
worshipped (de la Vaissiere 2005: 323). Another Tang text
commonly known as the Guangchuan Painting Colophons says:
«Zoroastrian temples are where for generations Hushen
(Avesta/Ahura Mazda) has been worshipped. His image is exotic
and unusual, and he is the Moxishouluo of the scriptures» (Luo
2000: 173).
